NWESD 189 WEB SERVICES COOPERATIVE
2007-2008 AGREEMENT

I INTRODUCTION

WHEREAS, RCW 39.34 and RCW 28A.320.080 together authorize the local school districts
within the State of Washington to join together to form cooperatives for the purpose of providing
services for the participating school districts;

WHEREAS, RCW 28A.310.180 directs educational service districts to establish cooperative
service programs for school districts within their service area that wil' econormically banefit
school districts by providing services that could not otherwise be efficiently acquired,

WHEREAS, several local school districts within the Northwest Educational Service District 189
(NWESD 189) service area have determined that Web site development and maintenance

improves district efficiency and have requested NWESD 189 form a Web Services Cooperative
to econaomically provide this sunnort;

WHEREAS, the NWESD 189 operates an Information Systems Support Center (ISSC) that
provides technology-related services that is able to offer Internet/web services;

WHEREAS, Lakewood School District, requested to contract with the NWESD 189/ISSC Web
services cooperative in order to provide Web hosting services to Lakewood School District; and,

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors and Superintendent of NWESD 189 have agreed to
coordinate and operate a Web Services Cooperative.

NOW THEREFORE, a Web Services Cooperative is hereby created by and between NWESD
189 and various school districts (the signatory school district or district sponsored program is
hereinafter referred to as “participant”) according to the below described terms and conditions.

Il NAME/PURPOSE

This Cooperative will be known as the NWESD 189 Web Services Cooperative (hereinafter
referred to as Cooperative). The purpose of the Cooperative is to provide technical assistance
to employees of Cooperative participants in the area of Web site development, and related Web
services.

. MEMBERSHIP

Membership in the Cooperative will be limited to school districts and their sponsored programs
located within the boundaries of NWESD 189. All membership applications require submission
of two (2) appropriately completed copies of this Agreement, signed by the member school
district Superintendent. In cases of sponsored programs the resident superintendent’s
authorization will be affixed to the Agreement, signed by the entity CEO (or other authorized
individual).
